ust a short drive south of downtown Fort Worth, the

town of Burleson is definitely coming of age. Every

month, from food festivals to concerts, there seems

to be another excuse for me to head down there and

explore. On a recent Thursday afternoon, I discovered
Roscoe’s Smokehouse.

This family-owned and operated restaurant has a loyal
following, a great happy hour, and live music. The own-
ers, Blair and Scott, have achieved their success through
a straightforward philosophy: nothing fancy and no gim-
micks, just real Texas barbeque cooked to perfection.

Upon entering the space, I saw that this no-nonsense
approach toward the food also carried over to the decor.
In fact, the concrete and wood interior actually felt a bit
unfinished. There was no music playing, and other than
the large digital menu, there was very little decoration to
speak of. But what Roscoe’s lacked in ambiance, it made

up for in customer service. The bartender was attentive
and friendly, and the counter staff behind the cafete-
ria-style ordering line seemed genuinely excited to walk
me through the extensive menu options.

I almost ordered the Moo-Oink-En Platter, a
monster plate of ribs, Hereford brisket, sausage, and chick-
en, but the tacos had piqued my curiosity. Ultimately, I
decided on balance and went with a couple of tacos and
two of the traditional BBQ sides.
