arty Harris has managed his
family’s M.A. Tyler Ranch near
Tilden since 1974. His grandfa-
ther, Marcus A. Tyler, was part
of a group that purchased 13,000 acres in 1920,
and by 1936, Tyler was the sole owner of 7,600
acres, forming most of what the ranch is today.
He registered the ranch’s brand and introduced
Hereford bulls into the herd the same year.

Raised in San Antonio, Marty’s background
did not include agriculture or ranch manage-
ment, but he did not let that deter him.
