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hile the Breitschopf family

has seen many changes in

agriculture over the past

seven plus decades, their

strong work ethic, the desire

to be good stewards of the
land, operate with sound business
principles and a love for livestock still
dictate the daily decision-making and
management practices. Chickens and
cattle, of which Herefords play a big
role, have always been part of this
family’s business model.

A.P. Breitschopf & Sons, Inc. was
officially started in 1974, when Phil
and his brother, Steve, joined their
dad, A.P. “Tony” and mother, Louise in
raising cattle and chickens. They had
both graduated from high school and
decided to join the family business. The
unofficial start of the family business
goes back to the end of World War
II, when Tony returned and married
Louise. They purchased 100 acres from
her family and began their operation in
Gonzales County.

“My grandparents started with that
land. They bought a few cattle and
began raising chickens commercially.
They laid the foundation for how we
run our operation. My grandmother
worked especially hard and 1 still
remember how she took care of the
chicken houses, which didn’t have the
conveniences they do today. She would
get up in the night to shut the curtains
on the houses if a storm was coming

and dealt daily with temperature issues. So much more
manual labor was required then,” describes Jason, who
with his brother, Spencer are sons of Phil and wife, Jackie,
and are now part of the family legacy.

Steve, after 40 plus years of involvement has retired
and sold his interest in the corporation back to the family.
A.P. Breitschopf & Sons, Inc. today includes 1,750 owned
acres, and an additional 1,000 acres that are leased. This
is home to three generations of Breitschopfs, over 1,100
head of cattle; a hay operation and they have the capacity
to house over 450,000 chickens at one time. Their entire
operation is in Gonzales County and the headquarters is
conveniently located just a few miles south of I-10 near
Harwood.

Their cattle include approximately 75 straight-bred
Hereford females, 250 F1 Hereford x Brahman females and
700 commercial cows that are predominantly black.

The Hereford females, are bred to Angus bulls as
heifers and then bred to Brahman bulls purchased from V8
Ranch, Hungerford, Texas to produce their F1s. The F1s are
then bred to Angus bulls and top females from this cross
are selected as replacements for the black commercial herd.
The F1 produced steer calves are sold to local feedlots.

Their Hereford genetics represent a cross section of
programs, as the Breitschopfs have been repeat buyers of
the Texas Hereford Association (THA) Heritage Pen sold
annually at the Fort Worth Stock Show (see sidebar).

“We like buying the pen at Fort Worth, as it gives us
a top individual from 10 historic and reputable programs.
These heifers have been highly selected for the sale and it
allows us to add a top individual from several herds, without
a lot of travel and time. We bought our first Heritage Pen
in 2011 and have purchased it in 2012 and 2016, along with
the director’s pen (10 head donated by THA directors) and
a special polled pen one year. In addition, we have made
other purchases of Hereford genetics. Hereford cattle are a
critical part of our overall program,” Jason explains.

They maintain a fall calving program across the three
individual herds, with the exception of three groups that
calve in the spring.

In the commercial herd, the heifers are also bred to
Angus bulls and then Angus and Brangus bulls are used on
second calvers and older females. The calves are weaned
from the end of June until August 15", depending on when
they were born. They background the calves for 45 days
and then all the calves are sold by truckloads to Cargill.

They have a strong herd health program across the
board and all calves receive two sets of vaccines, while still
on their dams. They castrate and remove any horns when
the calves are 3-4 months and creep feed, so that the calves
are eating when weaned.

“We have found that the calves do better for our buyers
and for us in terms of replacement heifers, when we work
them twice on the cows, rather than waiting to do that
second working at weaning. It’s paid off for us, as the calves
are healthier and handle weaning better,” says Jason.

They like raising their own F1s over purchasing them,
as they feel they can control the quality, as well as the
price.

“The F1 female is a valuable component of cattle
production here in the South and we have elected to raise
ours, rather than purchase. We have been very selective
about the quality of genetics we use in both sides of the
equations and its apparent, since our Fls produce our
best calves, time after time, “ he explains, adding that the
family values the Hereford breed and the traits the breed
adds to their bottom line.

The Breitschopfs stress low birth weights, as well
as strong weaning and yearling numbers in their bull
selection for both the F1 and commercial herds. They have
purchased their Angus and Brangus bulls from a number
of registered programs.

They produce their own hay with three to four cuttings
annually. They fertilize the hay fields every year with litter
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The Breitschopf family has a herd of 75 Hereford females. These are used to produce their F1 Hereford x Brahman females for their program. They have
purchased many of their Herefords through the Texas Hereford Association’s annual offering of the Heritage Pen.

Our herd is now under the influence of several new herd
sires, and we believe this change is a positive one.

from the chicken houses, plus liquid fertilizer and weed spray are
applied in April. They take soil samples of their grazing pastures
and apply litter/fertilizer based on those results. The pastures are
improved grasses and Tifton 44.

Their chicken operation includes four new houses that can each
hold 49,000 birds at one time and eight retro houses, which have
been remodeled to include tunnel ventilation, additional insulation
and other conveniences of the new houses. They raise six to seven
flocks annually and are suppliers to Tyson.

The Breitschopf family members divide the responsibilities
and work together to make this a successful family business.
Phil, Jason and Spencer oversee the entire operation, as Phil is
the hands on, hard working patriarch of the operation. He can do
any job on the place and continues to put in the necessary long
hours, an operation of this scope and size requires. Jackie handles
all the accounting and records for the operation. Jason, a 1994
Texas A&M University Animal Science major, oversees the cattle
and chickens and Spencer, a 1997 Texas State horticulture major
handles the fencing duties, manages the cleanout of the poultry
houses and the distribution of the chicken litter. The hay portion of
the enterprise is shared between the three, largely because of the
short time frame to cut and bale. Spencer is married and has two
children, who represent the fourth generation.

The demands of a large cattle and poultry business are many
and are constant. The family has a rotation program in place, so that
each one has every third weekend away from their responsibilities.

“Our grandparents were very special people and we consider
it a privilege to build on what they started. The Hereford breed
is a major component to what we do here at A.P. Breitschopf &
Sons, Inc. and the Heritage Pen females have really worked for us,”
concludes Jason. %

Texas Hereford Association
“Heritage Pen”
a continued success

In 2001, Texas Hereford Association (THA)
secretary-treasurer Jack Chastain was looking
for ways to raise money for the association. He
had heard about a fund-raising program in the
American Quarter Horse Association and he
thought it could be tweaked to work for the THA.

The concept was to have 10 recognized
Texas ranches that raised Herefords each donate
and consign an open heifer. The heifers would
then sell as one pen at the THA Fort Worth
Commercial Heifer Sale with the association
receiving the proceeds.

Chastain made his pitch to the THA Board
of Directors, and with their blessing, he went
to work. The pen would become known as the
Heritage Pen, signifying the participation of some
of Texas's most noted and historical ranching
programs. Chastain’s idea was enthusiastically
received and some of the most storied ranches
in Texas said yes to donating a select open heifer.

That first year the participating ranches
included Bridwell Ranches, Wichita Falls; 6666
Ranch, Guthrie; Pitchfork Ranch, Guthrie; SMS
Ranch, Stamford; W.T. Waggoner Ranches,
Vernon; Bud Brainard, Canadian; Ed Brainard,
Canadian; Scharbauer Ranches, Midland and
Amarillo; Kokernot 06 Ranch, Ft. Davis; Hughes
Cattle Co., Ft. Davis. Seven of those original
ranches have participated every year since the
first sale in January 2002.

“The first year, the 10 head in the pen
represented over 100,000 head of cattle and
more than a million acres in Texas. The donated
heifers sold for $800 each to Ben Wible of
Sherman. He would return to buy the Heritage
Pen in 2003, also,” said Chastain, adding that in
2016 the Breitschopfs’ paid $1,900 each for the
heifers in the pen.

The heifers are selected in the fall each year
and then Chastain and his wife, Lyn, take them to
their ranch and prepare them for the sale.

It has been a very successful program for
THA, as $248,250 has been generated for the
association and only two heifers total have failed
to breed for the buyers.

The Heritage Pen has become a very popular
and prestigious set of cattle for buyers and the
sellers alike. The sale of the group is a high point
of the auction, held annually in conjunction with
the Fort Worth Livestock Show and Rodeo.

Since then, Bullinger has

purchased herd bulls and females from Indian Mound

Ranch in Canadian, Texas, Baker Hereford Ranch in Rapid

City, South Dakota, ML Cattle in Dalhart, Texas and Flying

S Herefords in Paluxy, Texas. Bullinger would like to
maintain a Straight Line One cowherd.

Bullinger’s family has always raised crossbred cows,

but he grew up helping Wayne and Leda Roe in Buffalo

“The Hereford breed and the breeders
raising them have worked really hard to get
the cattle that we have today, and I think in
the next 10 years we will see the Hereford
breed continue to grow and the demand
for Hereford cattle and Hereford beef to
increase.”

Bullinger would highly encourage a young person or
an individual who wants to get involved in the Hereford
breed to get in contact with the leaders of the association
or visit with a breeder who has been in business for a long
time.

Bullinger is always learning new things. He knows he
can call several of the people he bought cattle from with
any question he may have. All of them along with Jack
Chastain at the Texas Hereford have been very helpful to
him the past 10 years, and he has learned so much from all
of them.

“My generation can learn a lot from people if they
will just listen and I strongly believe that if you surround
yourself with good people, good things will happen,”
Bullinger said.

Bullinger currently runs 65 cow-calf pairs and hopes to
have his herd up to about 125 pairs in the next few years.
Since the day he bought his first set of registered cows in
2006, he had a plan to build a cowherd and hold an annual
bull sale in the future, but he knows that takes time and
patience to build a herd of good, functional cows.

Bullinger feeds his cows just like any good commercial
operation. During the spring and summer when the green
grass is here, they are fed five pounds of 20% cubes once
a week and during the winter, they are fed five pounds of
23% corn cubes per day.

The calves are raised only on mama’s milk until
weaning and he believes that if you take care of the land
and stock it lightly, the native grass in this area will really
grow and take care of the cattle. It is not uncommon to
wean 750-pound bull calves right off the cows because of
the stout grasses here during the winter. The only cattle
that receive hay are the calves on wheat. The cows utilize
the standing grass in the pasture that grew in the spring
and the corn cubes give them the protein to make it through

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the winter.

At weaning, the calves are weighed, the culls
are hauled to the sale barn, the rest are split between
heifers and bulls, put on feed for 30 days, and then
they are hauled to wheat.

The bulls are fed at a rate of eight pounds per
head per day on wheat pasture and the heifers are
fed the same feed at a rate of five pounds per head
per day on wheat pasture. Bullinger feeds them a
13.5% protein grower ration. This has worked very
well for him the past 10 years and the bulls come off
wheat at 13-15 months weighing 1150-1300 pounds
and the heifers weighing 750-900 pounds and are
ready to go with the bulls to breed.

Bullinger does not want the bulls to be shut in
a pen, put on self-feeders, and get too fat to breed
cows. The bulls are raised on a 60-acre wheat field
with a 10-acre grass trap with plenty of room to
travel and exercise and are ready to breed cows
when sold.

Bullinger has a strict culling program for his
herd.

“They have to go out and work for me or they
will not work for the customer that buys them,”
Bullinger said.
